Greek Salad Skewers: Thread chunks of cucumber, cherry tomatoes, cubes of feta cheese, and black olives onto a small stick or skewer. Drizzle a tiny bit of olive oil over them.

Hummus Dippers: Prepare some ready- made hummus (or use a simple recipe). Slice up sticks of carrot, cucumber, and bell peppers for dipping.
