Homework Policy

We are developing a new homework policy across schools which should be in place by half term-
the policy will have one piece of English learning set each week and one piece of Maths (with the
week to complete) You are also able to read with/to your child each day — discussing what the
words mean, the characters and predicting the storylines. Teachers will also be asking children to
complete a learning project at home.

Attendance 2018/19

Our aim is to improve our attendance at each school so that our children enjoy more school than
the national average. The National Average for attendance at school is 97% for school age pupils
(YR-Y6) and currently all schools have attendance that is lower. Currently Snettisham Primary
has better attendance than Heacham Schools both overall last year and this year to date — well
done Snettisham !
